The Group Show opened with international awardees: Darryn Ansted (Australia), Aika Furukawa  (Japan ), Mitja Ficko ( Slovenia), Samuel Van-
derveken (Belgium), Marit Dik (The Netherlands), Irene Wellm (Australia). The artist‘s studio, especially in such an artists’ residency as LIA, is 
a threshold space between public and private life. On the one hand, the artist lives in it, thus creating a private retreat. On the other hand it also 
serves as a public exhibition space for works created therein. The art can take representative intermediary roles and give the viewer access to the 
most intimate and private place: the human imagination. The image is thus the exterior of the mental interior of the artist. LIA showed the works 
of resident artists who have dealt with the city of Leipzig, its people and the history of art during their time in the Spinnerei.

Not IN my OUR BACKYARDS
IN OUR BACKYARDS was the result of a cooperation between seven artist-in-residence programs:  Akademie Schloss Solitude in Stuttgart and 
the six programs of the United Residencies network in Leipzig. The participating artists were, or still are fellows of the various institutions:  an in-
terdisciplinary community in a Baroque castle on the outskirts of Stuttgart (Akademie Schloss Solitude), former factory buildings (LIA, One-Sided 
Story, Pilotenkueche and Studio14) and singular studios in urban surroundings (BLUMEN, Fugitif). On A.I.R. featured an exhibition dealing with 
the broader context of Artist-In-Residence programs. A.I.R. fellows of Akademie Schloss Solitude visited Leipzig for one week to exhibit their work 
together with fellows of United Residencies. Film screenings, performances and discussion panels accompaned the show. Two exhibitions were or-
ganized: in the WERKSCHAU Hall in Leipzig and at the Off-space Römerstrasse in Stuttgart. Kristina Semenova represented LIA in Schloss Solitu-
de.   LIA former residents Sarina Scheidegger (Christoph Merian Foundation) and Tiziano Martini were invited to exhibit in Leipzig and Stuttgart.
